The Rape Crisis Centre offers free and
confidential support and information to women
and girls who have been raped, sexually
assaulted and/or sexually abused, no matter
when or how.

We can be contacted by telephone or by letter,
and further help can be given in person whenever
possible. The Centre is run entirely by women, for
women.

Unfortunately, due to current circumstances, initial
contact will have to be made in English. If you
are looking for support and do not speak English
please get an English-speaking friend to contact
us. If you wish we can arrange to meet you with
a female interpreter. We will take your advice on
this and you will always have control over the
arrangements for the meeting.

How we help
➧ Immediate help and advice.

➧ Continuing support.

➧ Information about pregnancy prevention after
rape, pregnancy tests, abortion etc.

➧ We can explain about police & court procedures
should you wish to report to the police. This is
entirely your own decision - the Rape Crisis
Centre will support whatever decision you make.

➧ Information about other agencies and services.

➧ We offer information about Criminal Injuries
Compensation.

➧ We talk to women and girls no matter how
many months or years ago it happened.

However you react to rape or assault, whether
you feel angry, calm or scared it's ok - there
is no standard reaction. The most important
thing is to trust your own feelings, take care
of yourself and to talk to someone if you can.
It may be painful at first but it can be helpful.

Whether or not you decide to report to
the police it is important to consider the possibility
of injury, pregnancy or sexually transmitted infections
(including HIV).

You can speak to your own doctor, well woman
clinic, family planning clinic, casualty or GU
departments (see phone book). The Rape Crisis
Centre can also talk over these issues with you, and
we will accompany you to the clinics if you wish.

Rape Crisis Centre

If you decide to report to the police

➧ Report to them as soon as possible (delay may
go against your case).

➧ If at all possible, tell someone what has
happened as soon as you can. A witness to
your distress is helpful.

➧ Do not wash, tidy yourself or change clothing,
since you may destroy valuable evidence.

➧ Do not take any alcohol or drugs.

➧ Call a friend, or ring the Rape Crisis Centre
so that someone can support you through the
police and medical procedures. The police
may keep some or all of your original clothing
so you may need someone to get you a change
of clothes.
